· Submit a complete application packet which will consist of the following:

· Application

· An official (with raised seal) high school transcript which includes G.P.A. and high school grades for each marking period through April 2014
· Personal statement

· The enclosed form which provides evidence of church participation.
All submissions must be complete to be considered. 
*The complete packet MUST BE POSTMARKED by May 24, 2014.  Applications mailed after that date will not be considered.  No applications can be hand-delivered or sent via the internet.

*Upon verification of enrollment, awards will be dispersed directly to the college/university.


All application materials will be reviewed by the Scholarship Review Committee.  In some instances, an interview may be requested.
